Topic: Application to abandon Clay Street from Plain Street to Depot Street for an expansion plan for Trojan Heat Treat.
Manager Stonebraker gave a presentation on the reasons the company is requesting the abandonment:

1. To build a “connector” from the current facility to their proposed facility across Clay Street

2. Loading dock will be moved from the East end of Clay Street to the South side of the new facility on Depot Street

· This will eliminate the trucks from utilizing Plain Street, which is not designated for  heavy truck traffic

3. The expansion will create new jobs and provide additional taxes to the village

 PUBLIC VOICE

  Mr. and Mrs. Lanphar reside on Plain Street and support the moving of the truck traffic to Depot Street. They had concerns regarding “noise” emanating from the new facility with a new furnace line.
   Mr. DiSalvio and the representatives from Roberts Construction indicated there would be no “open” area facing Plain Street- the only door to Plain Street would be an exit door for emergencies. In addition, the building will be insulated. Also, Mr. DiSalvio indicated he is willing to address any concerns as they arise.
 The Lanphar’s support the expansion based on the information provided by Mr. DiSalvio and the construction company.

  Commissioner Wilbur made a motion to recommend approval of the abandonment to Council. Commissioner O’Dell supported the motion.

  A roll call vote was conducted and the motion was approved unanimously
